Course Overview: 

The Australia Pacific Training Coalition (APTC) is an innovative 
development program funded by the Australian Government. 
APTC has been providing vocational training in the Pacific since 
2007 with campuses in Fiji, PNG, Samoa, Solomon Islands, and 
Vanuatu. APTC employs qualified and experienced trainers and 
tutors to deliver a wide range of technical and vocational courses 
aimed at skilling Pacific Islanders for a variety of vocational 
occupations.

Certificate III in Individual Support (Ageing) reflects the role of individuals in 
the community, home or residential care setting who work under supervision 
and delegation as a part of a multi-disciplinary team, following an individual-
ised plan to provide person-centred support to people who may require 
support due to ageing, disability or some other reason.

These individuals take responsibility for their outputs within the scope of 
their job role and delegation. Workers have a range of factual, technical and 
procedural knowledge, as well as some theoretical knowledge of the 
concepts and practices required to provide person-centred support.

Possible career opportunities for graduates include nursing or home care 
assistant, personal care worker or assistant, residential care worker, care 
assistant, in-home respite worker, community care worker, accommodation 
or community support worker and support worker.

Location: Fiji 
Duration: Course duration is 22 weeks full time including one-week mid semester 
break. Students will attend classes for a minimum of 5 days per week. Additional 
out-of-hours study time will be required.

Any work placement arrangements:
As part of this qualification, you are required to complete 120 hours of vocational 
placement. This will be organised by APTC, and these hours are to be completed 
within the aged care industry. This is an opportunity for students to practise the 
skills and knowledge learnt in a supported environment. You may be required to 
work a combination of day and afternoon shifts to complete these vocational 
placement hours. Completing placement is compulsory, and you will be expect-
ed to manage family and work commitments in order to complete your shifts.

Student Support and Services:
Student support and services provided such as LLN support, a work skills 
facilitation program.
