APTC employs qualified and experienced trainers and 
tutors to deliver a wide range of technical and vocational courses 
aimed at skilling Pacific Islanders for a variety of vocational 
occupations.

SIT30622 Certificate III in Hospitality reflects the role of skilled staff with a 
range of well-developed hospitality skills focused on food and beverage.

This qualification provides a pathway to work in organisations such as 
resorts, restaurants, hotels, motels, clubs, and cafes.

Course Delivery

Location: PNG, Samoa
Duration: Course duration is 22 weeks full time including a 1 week mid semester 
break and three weeks (120 hours) vocational placement. Students will attend 
classes for a minimum of 5 days per week. Additional out-of-hours study time 
will be required.

Any work placement arrangements:
As part of this qualification, you are required to provide hospitality service to 
customers for a minimum of 36 complete service periods (shifts). This will be 
organised by APTC, and these hours are to be completed within our live training 
restaurant and the hospitality industry. This is an opportunity for students to 
practice the skills and knowledge learned in a supported environment.

You may be required to work a combination of morning, lunch, afternoon, and 
dinner shifts to complete these vocational placement shifts. Completing 
placement is compulsory, and you will be expected to manage family and work 
commitments in order to complete your shifts.

Student Support and Services:
Student support and services provided such as LLN support, a work skills facilita-
tion program.

Course Fees:

The course fees are PGK 6,500/ WST 2,800.

The Australian Government subsidises the cost of the course including materials 
and consumables.
